הגר"י ברקוביץ שליט"א (מכתב בדואר אלקטרני) -
There are many nuschaos for pruzbals around. Some leave room just for your own makeshift beis din. Some have eidim signing that you are giving it to a bigger beis din. Some have a combination of in front of three to give to three bigger people. [What is that?] Some have you being makneh karka to any lender that might not have any. Some have you being makneh karka to the beis din. Which does Rebbe recommend to use? R' Y. Berkovits wrote: The best is to do it in front of a beis din chashuv - which is not so practical. An Ashenazai should use the standard nusach with three regular people as a beis din. [This is preferable rather than being moiser to a beis din chashuv not in front of them.] A Sefardi has to follow the SA that says they need to use a beis din chashuv. They can use the nusach that they are saying in front of eidim that they are being moiser to a beis din chashuv in another place. It's not the minhag to be makneh karka to anyone.
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
